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Established under the Private Education Act, the Council for Private Education (CPE) is a statutory board 
empowered with the legislative power to regulate the private education sector.  In addition to its role as 
the sectoral regulator of private education institutions, the Council facilitates capability development 
efforts to uplift standards in the local private education industry. 
 
Since December 2009, under the Private Education Act, all private education institutions offering full-time 
post-secondary certificate and preparatory courses, and any diploma or degree courses, will have to be 
registered with the Council for Private Education.

Under the Private Education Act, the Council for Private Education implemented two schemes — a 
mandatory Enhanced Registration Framework (ERF) and a voluntary quality assurance scheme called 
EduTrust. 
 
Under the ERF, legal requirements pertaining to courses, managers, teachers, premises and 
advertisements are stipulated in the PE Act. 
 
The PE Act provides the CPE with the powers to impose a range of graduated penalties on errant PEIs to 
match the severity of their non-compliance with the regulatory requirements. 
 
The regulatory measures range from a direction by the Council to take remedial action, to laying down 
additional conditions for registration, and even censure, financial penalty, suspension, and non renewal or 
revocation of the errant PEI’s registration or EduTrust certification.  The most serious cases of non-
compliance or criminal offences may lead to prosecution in a court of law.

PEIs which have a significant impact on the Singapore education brand are required to be registered 
under the ERF.  These institutions fall under the following three categories: 
 

�  PEIs offering education leading to the award of a diploma or degree, or full-time post-secondary 
education leading to the award of a certificate; 

�  PEIs offering full-time preparatory courses for entrance/placement tests for joining the Ministry of 
Education’s (MOE) mainstream schools, or for external examinations; and 

�  Foreign System Schools (FSS) offering full-time primary or secondary education wholly or 
substantially, in accordance with an international curriculum. 

 
The four aims of the ERF are to: 
 

�  raise corporate and academic governance standards; 
�  enhance student protection measures; 
�  compel disclosure of key information by private education institutions; and 
�  require PEIs to seek renewal for their registration.

The EduTrust certification scheme provides a trust mark of quality.  PEIs need to achieve higher and 
more comprehensive standards in their corporate governance and administration, academic processes, 
student protection and support services, and financial viability.  The EduTrust certification scheme 
enables them to differentiate themselves as of a higher quality by achieving certification awards that 
correspond to their standards in these key areas of management and student services.

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International students are required to apply for a Student’s Pass (STP) issued by the Singapore 
Immigration & Checkpoints Authority (ICA) if he/she wishes to pursue full-time studies in Singapore in an 
EduTrusted Private Education Institution (PEI) that is registered with the Council for Private Education 
(CPE). 
 
New STP applications are to be submitted at least 2 months and not more than 6 months from the 
programme commencement date. 
 
Applicants are not required to be present in Singapore while their applications are being considered.  
Hence, applicants are advised to apply for a STP before arriving in Singapore as no extension of stay will 
be granted while the applications are in processing. 
 
International students are required to note on the following conditions as stipulated by ICA: 
 

(i) You are only permitted to attend the programme at SHRI Academy as stated in the In-
Principle Approval (IPA) letter; 

(ii) In the event, if you have completed the programme for which the Student’s Pass is issued for, 
and wish to continue with another new programme at SHRI Academy, you are required to 
inform the Academy to re-apply for a new Student’s Pass with ICA for the new programme.  
Final decision on the approval of a new STP rests with ICA; 

(iii) You shall attend classes regularly; 
(iv) You shall surrender the Student's Pass for cancellation within 7 days from the date of 

cessation or termination of studies; 
(v) You shall not engage in any form of paid employment or in any business, profession or 

occupation in Singapore during the validity of STP pass, unless you are a holder of a valid 
work pass issued under the Employment of Foreign Manpower Act (Cap. 91A); 

(vi) You shall not engage in any activity which, in the opinion of the Controller of Immigration, is 
detrimental to the security and well-being of Singapore; 

(vii) While in Singapore, you are required to furnish the STP card for inspection to an Immigration 
Officer or Police Officer for inspection within reasonable time when so requested; and 

(viii) You are not allowed to overstay in Singapore after the Student’s Pass has expired, unless 
with written approval from ICA. 

 
SHRI Academy is required to inform ICA if: 
 

(i) The student has failed to attend classes for a continuous period of 7 days or more without 
any valid reason; or 

(ii) The student has not attended classes regularly i.e. where the percentage of attendance is 
90% or lower in any month of the programme without any valid reason; or 

(iii) The student’s study with SHRI Academy has been terminated. 
 

 
Important Note: 
Overstaying is an immigration offence.  If the student overstays, he/she may be subjected to a 
composition fine or prosecution in court. 
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Application to renew a STP is to be submitted via the SOLAR+ system 2 weeks before the expiry of the 
existing STP. 
 
It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that the STP is valid and renewed on time.  SHRI Academy is 
not liable to compensate or be held responsible if the STP has expired due to late renewal or that the 
renewal application is rejected by ICA. 
 
If the STP is expiring before the expected completion date of the programme, you will need to apply for 
the renewal of your STP.  Please adhere to the following procedures: 
 

(i) You should approach the respective Programme Executive with your Passport and STP at 
least one (1) month prior to the expiry of your current Student’s Pass to complete formalities 
with the Academy for the application with ICA on the renewal of your Student’s Pass. 

(ii) In general, renewal of a STP would take about 3 working days to process (excluding the day 
of submission and collection) upon the receipt of a duly completed application by ICA.  
Nonetheless, some applications may require a longer time to process. 

(iii) If your application for renewal is rejected by ICA, you should be given a Social Visit Pass and 
you will need to leave Singapore before the pass expires.

Students who wish to apply for a new STP in order to take up a different programme or to study in a 
different PEI, are to submit an application for the transfer of school/ courses/ programmes of study at 
least 4 weeks before the course/programme commences.

When the application for a STP is approved, an In-Principle Approval (IPA) letter will be issued by ICA for 
the student to complete the formalities and collect the STP card at ICA.  The Security Deposit if required 
would be indicated in the IPA letter to the applicant.

International students are required to surrender their STP cards for cancellation within 7 days from the 
date of cessation or termination of their study. 
 
Your STP will be cancelled under the following circ umstances: 
 

a) You have finished your course of study (as registered with ICA) with SHRI Academy; 

b) You have decided to discontinue your studies at SHRI Academy; 

c) You have violated the rules and regulations stipulated by ICA for Student’s Pass holders; or 

d) You have been expelled from SHRI Academy. 
 
International students returning to their home country permanently must surrender their STP card along 
with Passport, return flight ticket/date of departure and Disembarkation/Embarkation Card to ICA for 
cancellation.  Alternatively, he/she may surrender his/her Student’s Pass (along with return flight 
ticket/date of departure) to the Academy for cancellation via the ICA online SOLAR+ system. 
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The student/Academy can submit an application of Student’s Pass cancellation online via a new e-
service, namely e-Cancellation (the module can be accessed via ICA SOLAR+). 
 
For those who are unable to do the cancellation online may submit the following documents to the 
Student’s Pass Unit, anytime from Monday to Friday (8am to 4.30pm), Saturday (8am to 12.30pm) by 
obtaining a queue ticket at the Self Service Kiosk 1 at Visitor Services Centre, 4th Storey ICA Building, 
with the following documents: 
 

·  A duly completed cancellation form;  

·  Student’s valid travel document;  

·  The Student's Pass Card;  

·  Student’s Visit Pass and Disembarkation/Embarkation Card; and  

·  A duly completed Disembarkation/Embarkation Card (IMM Form 27A), where applicable (will be 
provided at ICA counters).

• Plagiarism is a very serious offence and severe penalties are imposed for acts of plagiarism.  If 
you have any doubts about plagiarism, you may ask the lecturer to explain to you. 

• You are not allowed to copy from the sources mentio ned above - this is plagiarism and is 
equivalent to cheating.  Anyone caught plagiarising  will automatically fail the 
project/assignment.  
 
 
How to avoid Plagiarism 
 

�  If you borrow words, sentences, or paragraphs directly from another source, put the borrowed 
words in quotation marks and treat them as a quotation - indicate on the footnotes the source of 
the quotation. 

�  If you paraphrase the words or thoughts of another, reference your source.  If you do not use your 
own words in the paraphrase, you should use quotation marks. 

�  If you take an idea from someone else, reference the source of the idea. 
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The Academy takes serious view towards student signing attendance on behalf of another student and 
disciplinary actions shall be taken on this. 
 
The onus is on students to ensure that they sign the attendance personally for every class/lesson 
attended.  Students caught signing the attendance on behalf of another student will be subjected to 
severe disciplinary action by the Academy. 
 
Students should note the following: 

·  Ensure consistent signature is used; 
·  A signature instead of a “tick” is required to indicate attendance; and 
·  Signature must be signed using a pen instead of a pencil.

Under the Immigration Act of Singapore, all International students holding a STP must not be absent for a 
continuous period of 7 days or more or that the percentage of attendance for the programme in any 
month must not fall below 90% without any valid reason. 
 
Medical certificate from medical practitioner must be produced when they are unfit for lesson(s). 
 
The student will be required to surrender the STP for cancellation if he/she does not satisfy the 
attendance requirement.

a) Self-sponsored students:   All students are required to attain a minimum of 75% class attendance 

per module in order to be eligible for the examination.  Students will be barred from the examination 
and will be required to re-module if the attendance fall below 75%.

of 75% class attendance in order to be eligible for the examination and qualify for SDF/SRP training 
assistance. 
 
Skills Development Fund (SDF) 
(i) Company-sponsored employees must fall into one of the following categories:  

�  Singapore Citizens, or 
�  Permanent Residents (PR) of Singapore 

(ii) All companies must be registered or incorporated in Singapore to be eligible to apply for SDF 
training assistance. 

(iii) Companies must fully sponsor their employees. 

(iv) Under the SDF scheme, companies may apply for SDF training assistance on behalf of their 
employees via the SDF SkillsConnect at http://www.skillsconnect.gov.sg. 

(v) Companies must be registered users of the SDF SkillsConnect system. 

(vi) Companies must ensure that application for the pre-approved courses on the SDF 
SkillsConnect must be submitted preferably prior to the programme commencement date. 

(vii) Companies must ensure that their sponsored employees meet the minimum attendance 
requirement, satisfy all examinations and course work requirements and be in the 
employment of the company for the entire duration of the programme.  Company-sponsored 
employees who resigned before the official course end date will be required to reimburse the 
supported SDF Training Assistance to SHRI Academy Pte Ltd.  Failing to comply with any of 
these conditions set forth will render the companies in default and will be required to 
reimburse the supported SDF training assistance to SHRI Academy Pte Ltd. 
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Skills Redevelopment Programme (SRP) &  
NTUC - Surrogate Employer Programme (NTUC-SEP) 
 
For NTUC-SEP, application must be submitted via http://skillsupgrade.ntuc.org.sg at least 30 
working days  but not more than 60 working days  prior to the programme commencement date.  
The application is subject to NTUC’s approval.  In case of any rejection, the student is liable to pay 
the funding/supported amount to SHRI Academy Pte Ltd immediately.

Supplementary Examination  
A student shall be required to sit for Supplementary Examination if he/she fails the Main Examination.  
The administrative fee for Supplementary Examination is $53.50 (inclusive of 7% GST). 
 
Student who has valid reason and supporting documents for his/her absence from the Main Examination 
and upon approval from the Board, the student will be able to sit for the Supplementary Examination.  
He/she must inform the Academy/Programme Executive immediately and submit Leave of Absence Letter 
along with medical certificate or proof of absence documentation to the Academy/Programme Executive 
with 3 working days from the Main Examination date.
